The UPC barcodes on packaged fresh fruits and 
veggies change often. This means an item may not be in the WIC 
system and you may have to pay for it unless you ask the cashier to 
remove it. If you scan fresh fruits and vegetables with the MyWIC app, 
it may show as not approved. Some stores have “mapped” these 
products to correct this concern, but you won’t know until you check 
out if it will come off your benefits. The best option is to buy fruits 
and veggies sold by the piece or pound.
